Scholarship Purpose and Eligibility Information 
Purpose. 
The E. Merle Scott Scholarship is awarded to assist aspiring education majors. It is awarded annually in May. The amount of the award shall be $1,000.00. Upon receipt of the grant in year one, the scholarship is renewable for up to three additional years, if academic criteria is met. 
Eligibility.
 Applicant: 
1. Shall be a senior at a high school located in Lenoir County
2. Shall be a resident of Lenoir County 
3. Shall have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher; (weighted and unweighted) 
4. Shall include all requested items (see above items 3-8) in the application packet mailed to above address.
5. Shall be eligible upon receipt of scholarship to apply for renewal of scholarship for three additional years as long as academic criteria are met (Note: It is the recipient’s responsibility to request, complete and submit the renewal application by the deadline.) 

Notification of Recipient-Recipient of scholarship will be notified no later than April 10.
