· The Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is used to apply for all federal and state aid. 
· The FAFSA is located at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

· To sign the FAFSA, apply for a FSA ID at www.fsaid.ed.gov .  

· An FSA ID is a username and password that you must use to log in to certain U.S. Department of Education (ED) websites.
· Parents of dependent students must also apply for a FSA ID.
· The FSA ID can be used when applying for financial aid in subsequent years.
· Use the Data Retrieval Tool to transfer your tax information into your FAFSA.
· Lenoir Community College’s Title IV Federal School Code is 002940.

· Sign and Submit the FAFSA.

· Print the FAFSA Confirmation Page to save for your records.
· Application results will be sent to each college listed on your FAFSA within 3-5 business days.

· If your admission application to Lenoir Community College has been processed a letter will be mailed and an email will be sent to your official LancerMail when your application for financial aid has been completed or additional documentation is required.
