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. You must exhibit good moral character. You may be asked for an interview by the NCPJ Committee.

Award:

The North Carolina Poultry Jubilee will award a $2,500 scholarship in 2017. Any scholarship money awarded
to the winner shall only be used for educational purposes. All monies will be paid directly to the
college/university for tuition. No scholarship money will be given to individuals.

Selection Process:

Final selection of applicant to receive scholarship will be made by The North Carolina Poultry Jubilee
Committee. The committee will give equal consideration to all applicants who fulfill the requirements.
Decisions of the committee are final. All essays become the property of The North Carolina Poultry Jubilee.
